Intershelter  Domes staged at strategic sites across the United States and the world can be
deployed and erected in just a few hours outside or within another structure like an stadium,
aircraft hanger or a designated disaster site. 

When hurricane Katrina struck the coast of Louisiana it was devastating. Storm victims were left
homeless and were forced to seek refuge locally and in other states. To help the storm victims
trailers were sent to serve as temporary housing. The trailers were costly, created a logistical
nightmare for deployment and created a landfill problem. The Intershelter Dome is FEMA approved
housing, manufactured of recycled plastics and contain zero toxins for those who live in them. Best
of all they have a life expectancy of over 40 years!
